Old Testament  Lesson  Isaiah 6:1-9 In the year that King Uzziah died, I saw 
the Lord sitting on a throne, high and lifted up, and the train of His robe 
filled the temple. Above it stood seraphim; each one had six wings: with 
two he covered his face, with two he covered his feet, and with two he 
flew. And one cried to another and said: “Holy, holy, holy is the Lord of 
hosts; The whole earth is full of His glory!”

Can he enter a second time into his mother’s womb 
and be born?” Jesus answered, “Most assuredly, I say to you, unless one is 
born of water and the Spirit, he cannot enter the kingdom of God. That 
which is born of the flesh is flesh, and that which is born of the Spirit is spir-
it. Do not marvel that I said to you, ‘You must be born again.’ The wind 
blows where it wishes, and you hear the sound of it, but cannot tell where 
it comes from and where it goes. So is everyone who is born of the Spirit.”  
Nicodemus answered and said to Him, “How can these things be?”  Jesus 
answered and said to him, “Are you the teacher of Israel, and do not know 
these things?

If I have 
told you earthly things and you do not believe, how will you believe if I tell 
you heavenly things? No one has ascended to heaven but He who came 



And as Moses 
lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so must the Son of Man be 
lifted up, that whoever believes in Him should not perish but have eternal 
life.
